specifically, to identify whether rural people experience a continuum of care

inline with best practice guidelines. In addition, this study aimed to look at

perceived variations in access to care according to health care funding. Some

of the key findings of Annab6s research
were satisfied with the services they received, but that many rural residents

were not aware of many of the services they could access; access to Allied

Health Services was generally not comparable to levels suggested by best

practice guidelines; and there is room for improvement in access to

community based rehabilitation services.
